RAM (random-access memory): This is the same as main memory. When used by
itself, the term RAM refers to read and write memory; that is, you can both write data into RAM
and read data from RAM. This is in contrast to ROM, which permits you only to read data. Most
RAM is volatile, which means that it requires a steady flow of electricity to maintain its contents.
As soon as the power is turned off, whatever data was in RAM is lost.

- ROM (read-only memory): Computers almost always contain a small amount of read-
only memory that holds instructions for starting up the computer. Unlike RAM, ROM cannot be
written to.

Computer Gaming: What's real and what's not?

Today's video game worlds are so detailed they give the player a realistic and rewarding
experience. It is not just children that play these games; it is as common for men from 18 to 30 to
have some sort of games console at home. People think this may affect real-life behaviour and
ask whether life-like computer games are a good thing; especially games where the player takes
on active roles like pulling a trigger in first person shooter games to simulate armed battle.
Modern characters have become more like people than cartoons, the language has become more
colloquial and the sound affects are now more realistic. For these reasons concerns have been
raised about links to aggressive behaviour.

Worried parents have welcomed computer game classification whereby games are given
similar ratings as films. These warn people of violent and sexual content and make it easier for
parents to monitor what their children are playing with.

Are computer games making us more aggressive?

There is no existing evidence that proves a link between an increase in computer game
violence and aggressive or violent behaviour in children, but the question still arises: should it be
acceptable for computer games to depict graphic scenes of violence?

What lessons do players take from games like Grand Theft Auto where players speed
through city streets trying to reach their destination in the quickest time regardless of pedestrians
in their way or Hooligans: Storm over Europe where men storm football pitches, fight rival
gangs and attack police.

Using Computers

Computers are fascinating because they are fast, powerful, and extremely versatile
machines, and because they are programmable. They will obey our most fantastic commands,
provided they can interpret them. It is really magic: They do exactly what we tell them to do.
But, of course, we have to think and express ourselves clearly; we have to be careful with our
words.

We can use computers to play with texts and immediately see the consequences. It is easy
to reuse text and to experiment with different formulations and the sequence in which we present
our argument. There is no guarantee, of course, that texts produced on computers are better in
quality, or clearer and richer. Nevertheless, computers are extremely effective tools for
producing, modifying, and combining texts, and they offer us fascinating opportunities to play
and to experiment, while we try to be convincing, clear or even poetic.

We can also use computers to explore the world without having to suffer real-world
consequences. Kids fight monsters without ever getting hurt. Pilots are trained in flight
simulators without the hazards and high costs. Investments are evaluated without running the
risk of losing fortunes. And bridges and high-ways are designed and tested without the risk of
collapses or the inconvenience of traffic jams.

In general, we use computers to process, communicate, store, and keep track of
information. Computers also provide us with new and useful opportunities, and they liberate us
from many laborious and boring tasks.

COMPUTER PARTS
In order to use computers effectively to solve problems in our environment, computer
systems are devised. A “system” implies a good mixture of integrated parts working together to
form a useful whole. Computer systems may be discussed in two parts.
The first part is hardware: the physical, electronic, and electromechanical devices that are
thought of and recognized as ‘computers’. The second part is software — the programs that
control and coordinate the activities of the computer hardware and direct the processing of data.

The basic components of computer hardware are joined together in a computer system. The
central part is called either the computer, the processor, or usually the central processing unit
(CPU). The term “computer” usually refers to those parts of the hardware in which calculations
and other data manipulations are performed, and to the internal memory in which data and
instructions are stored during the actual execution of programs. Various peripherals, which
include input and/or output devices, various secondary memory devices, and so on, are attached
to the CPU.

Computer software can be divided into two very broad categories — system software and
applications software. The former is often simply referred to as ‘systems’. These, when brought
into internal memory, direct the computer to perform tasks. The latter may be provided along
with the hardware by a systems supplier as part of a computer product designed to meet specific
needs in certain areas.

THE INTERNET

The Internet is a computer network made up of thousands of networks worldwide. No one
knows exactly how many computers are connected to the Internet. It is certain, however, that
they number millions and millions. No one is in charge of the Internet. There are organizations
which develop technical aspects of this network and set standards for creating applications on it,
but no governing body is in control of it. The Internet backbone, through which Internet traffic
flows, is owned by private companies.

All computes on the Internet communicate with one another using the Transmission
Control Protocol/Internet Protocol suite, abbreviated to TCP/IP. Computers on the Internet use
client/server architecture. This means that the remote server machine provides file and services
to the user’s local client machine. Software can be installed on a client computer to take the
latest access technology. An Internet user has access to a wide variety of services: electronic
mail, file transfer, vast information resources, interest group membership, interactive
collaboration, multimedia displays, real-time broadcasting, breaking news, shopping
opportunities, and much more.

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Social networking sites are great for maintaining and renewing relationships. But Facebook and
other sites can also lead to shattered relationships. According to a new study, the three most-
common negative experiences are: Ignoring or denying "friend" requests Deleting public
messages or identification tags Seeing a Top Friends list on which one doesn't appear or is
ranked lower than expected Robert S. Tokunaga of the University of Arizona studied 197 college
students concerning their social networking experiences.

Social networking has been described as the contemporary way that people interact. While that
may be true, an individual's social success in the virtual world doesn't appear to carry over into
the real world, according to a new study. Previous studies on how the Internet affects
relationships have produced mixed findings. Some research shows that lots of social networking
activity has a negative effect on social life while others suggest it enhances one's social circle.
The new study, led by Thomas V. Pollet of the University of Groningen in the Netherlands,
examined 117 people age 18 to 63. They filled out an extensive questionnaire about the time they
spend on instant messaging and social network sites, the number of relationships they had overall
and the closeness of those relationships.

Even amid last month's firestorm, which forced executives to hastily revamp the site's privacy
settings, the social-networking juggernaut has held steady in membership and traffic. Quit
Facebook Day, an online campaign May 31, resulted in about 30,000 departures — a negligible
percentage of the platform's nearly 500 million active registered users.

Yet people do quit Facebook, often without fanfare. Their stories are varied, but there is a shared
sense that what started as a personal, close-knit community turned into an alienating experience
as the site began adding millions of members and more ways to share content.

"Once [Facebook] started getting mainstream ... there was a culture that came on that's like the
fast-food culture of quick and easy and cheap," said Joseph Dee, 33, a Web strategist who co-
founded Quit Facebook Day and deleted his account after about three years on the site. "There
was definitely not a lot of real depth to the social interaction I had on there."

"In my opinion, Facebook is a childish, insecure way to publicize one's personal life," said
Farthing, who still uses social media to publicize his fitness training products business. "My
personal life should not be broadcasted to the entire world.... Nothing bad has ever happened to
me because of Facebook, but over time I found it to be less and less appealing."

BACKGROUND DESIGNS

It's very easy to change the background design on your mono website, even down to page
level. And the fact that you can upload different background designs to each of your pages gives
you a great opportunity for creating unique sites.

Uploading background images to your pages is easy but there are also a few things to
consider before you get started. In this section you will find a few explanations and tips to how
you can get good results.

Once you have chosen your skin, pick a background image or pattern that matches it well.
If you have chosen a skin with a light text your background should be dark and if you have
chosen a skin with dark test your background should be light.

You can also work with the composition on your page to create an effect. Try placing the
background image in one side of the page or move your content further down the page to allow
room for a beautiful background image in the top of the page. Also try to let the background
image fade out into the background color to allow for a smooth transition from image to color.

Be aware of different screen resolutions

Using photographs as background images has an amazing effect on a website. But
remember that the photos have to be wide in order for them to look good on screens with a high
resolution. If your photo is not big enough to fit the whole screen, another option is to let i fade
into a color matching the photo in each side of the page.

Yahoo Mail is turning 18, and it's marking the occasion with a big move: no more
passwords. The company announced Thursday it's dumping what one Gartner security analyst
calls the "antiquated" process of punching in a password to access messages and replacing it with
a push notification sent to a user's mobile device. Once the user gets the notification, he or she
taps once to gain entry to the Yahoo Mail inbox, ABC News notes. "Passwords are usually
simple to hack and easy to forget," Dylan Casey, Yahoo VP of product management, writes in a
blog post describing the new "Account Key" feature. "Account Key streamlines the sign-in
process ... [and is] more secure than a traditional password because once you activate Account
Key—even if someone gets access to your account info—they can't sign in."

The optional authentication method is part of a broader revamp of Yahoo Mail, which
includes faster search options of archived mail on Apple and Android devices, an email
"umbrella" that allows users to access other email accounts (though not Gmail), and an
organizational option for "me-mailers," or people who send themselves reminders via email, per
the Mercury News. Some experts, however, feel longtime users may be freaked out without their
passwords. "Consumers actually like them," the Gartner analyst tells the Mercury News, though
he concedes people often forget their passwords, create weak ones, or use the same one across
many accounts, setting them up for hacking. For those who feel the new authentication system
isn't secure enough, Casey says it may someday use fingerprints and face recognition for an
added layer of protection.

Back in 2004, Marcin Kleczynski picked up a nasty malware infection one day while
cruising the Internet in search of video games. He worked as a computer tech after school. How
long could it take to remove a small bit of malicious code?

NEW RESEARCH MAY HELP BOOST INTERNET SPEED

Researchers have demonstrated a new way to increase the data speeds of optical fibres
which may lead to a faster internet. ."Optical fibres can be sped up by 'twisting' data; multiple
data streams are transmitted and received as different twists of light," said Giovanni Milione.
"Thought impossible using standard optical fibres which untwist the data, corrupting it, we
showed that if the data was digitally re-twisted, after it was received, it could be recovered,"
Milione said. .

To digitally re-twist the data, the researchers borrowed a well-known technique of radio
communication, referred to as '"MIMO,' used by cell phones and Wi-Fi routers every day.

"Light's twists were treated like antennas. The researchers successfully transmitted four
data streams on four twists of light over 5 kilometres of standard optical fibre. A key to their
experiment was a University of Glasgow-made device that separates and combines light's twists
as a prism does colour.
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This development could offer a solution to the insatiable needs of data-driven social
media, such as, Facebook and YouTube, which continually push optical fibre data speed limits.
